	Does everyone agree, or does anyone disagree, and why?
	Did you enjoy the story? Why or why not?
	What was your favorite part of the story? Why?

	Which character did you like best? Which one did you like least? Why?
	Was there anything that confused you? Why?
	Will you read this story again? Why? Why not?

	What were some important illustrations (pictures) in the story? How do they add to the story?


	What were the key events that happened in this story? Tell the most important parts in order.
	Did the main character(s) learn anything? Did they change?

	What would you have done the same and different than the characters in the story? Why?
	If you could rewrite the ending, what would it be? Why?
	What was the setting of the story? (Where and when did it take place? Be detailed!)

	Draw a picture to add to the story. Write a caption below it showing what is happening in the illustration.
	Write your own question that cannot be answered by looking in the story!
	Ask the person you are with to ask you a question that cannot be answered by looking in the story!
