Models of Native American Homes

I would like to present an optional assignment for home and school for students to make and share in their learning about Native American tribes and their cultures, including their various homes and places they lived around North America. 

Each student is invited to either create a shoebox “diorama” of their tribe’s Native American home (whether it be a pueblo, a wigwam, longhouse, log house, etc…) and show characteristics of that region’s land around it in the diorama, or to create a model of just the home, for example, just building a teepee (maybe even a larger version, not too large to bring to school and share). 

Please do not worry about spending a lot of money on this project- many of the materials needed to model one of these homes can be found in nature- even in the back yard! Also, if you are looking for something specific, I may or may not be able to help you find it.
